This information is 
included in the piece called “Odds of Our Games.”

Display the Top Prizes Remaining Report:  
Every morning when you sign in the terminal will 

generate a “Top Prizes Remaining” report.  Post 
this updated report in the clear sleeve or change 
mat on your counter.  The clear sleeve must be on 

your dispenser or near the point of purchase.  

The  Lottery provides updated, weekly prizes 
remaining and end-of-game information.  It is 

also sent out in all ticket orders.  Make sure you 
review and display the most current information 

in your play station.

Scratch-o� fact sheets with odds and prize 
information are attached to a ring on the play 

station. Encourage players to read the 
information, but discourage them from 

removing this resource.

The Scratch-o� Ticket Information Sign and 
About Our Odds Sign must be posted at or near 

the point of purchase.
